• Elbow-Where your arm bends in 

the middle.

Phonics 
Phonics teaches children to listen to and 

identify the sounds that make up words. This 

helps them to read and write words. This week 

the children have been introduced to set 1 

letter sounds: 

s,a,t and p 

What can you find around the house beginning 

with these phonemes/ Send us a photo on Class 

Dojo? 

New vocabulary: 

Phoneme 

A single unit of sound that can be made by one 

or more letters – e.g. s, t, z, oo, ear, igh. 

 

Grapheme 

Written letters or a group of letters which 

represent one single sound (phoneme) e.g. a, l, 

sh, air, ck. 

 

Pure sound 

Pronouncing each letter sound clearly and 

distinctly without adding additional sounds to 

the end e.g. ‘sss’ not ‘suh.’  

Apologies in advance if your child corrects your 

articulation- it shows they are listening in class 

and applying their learning!
